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11.  EAST WINDOW 

 

The window is dedicated to the memory of Thomas Morgan of Pipton, Glasbury and of Mary 

Anne Vaughan his wife; they died respectively in 1847 and 1840. However, the window was 

not made until 1908 (again by Powell & Son). Thus, the figures look Edwardian rather than 

Victorian. The three kings or Magi came from the east, bearing gifts to the infant Christ: 

which is the origin of the tradition of giving Christmas presents. They bring gold for a king; 

incense for God, and myrrh to annoint the dead. The kneeling King  in the foreground of the 

right panel  has cast his crown before him in homage; it appears, with his gift of gold, at the 

bottom right of the central panel. It is balanced on the left by the infant John the Baptist, 

dressed as traditionally in a goatôs skin; he  kneels and holds a cross, foreshadowing the 

Crucifixion. His left hand is raised up towards the baby Jesus. Behind the figures of Mary and 

the Infant, is Joseph with his hand on his breast, also in homage. Above Joseph is a choir of 

angels singing, and the star of Bethlehem which guided the Three Wise Men to Bethlehem. 

Above the kneeling king is the second  king, still wearing his crown; he holds a thurible for  

incense; beside him is an acolyte, holding chalice-like vessel of incense. The king in the left 

hand light carries a ciborium of myrhh; the myrrh was intended to annoint the dead; above 

him are the now dead, perhaps illustrious ancestors of the Morgans and Vaughans: a bearded 

priest and a knight in chain mail. The scene is set in a garden with a wattle fence; to the left 

of the Virgin is a lily in flower. Behind the garden are woods and hills, with temples and 

churches beneath them. The whole scene again is a very beautiful composition.

holds a shepherdôs crook in one hand, and a lamb in the other. He is given a face of great

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14. THE GREAT WEST WINDOW 

 

Like the small lancet above it, the great window was the work of W.G. Taylor around 1898. 

It was designed as a memorial to Prebendary Herbert Williams, Vicar of Brecon 1864-1896: 

the crucial years of restoration. The central panels of the lower series of scenes depicts the 

baptism of Our Lord, surrounded by onlookers. Other sections portray the Visit of the 

Shepherds, the Presention at the Temple, Our Lord among the Doctors, Our Lord blessing 

little children. St John leading the Blessed Virgin away from
