 EAST WINDOW 

Designed by W.G. Taylor and erected in 1882; its five lancets are in memory of the soldiers who died 

during the South African campaign of 1877-9; the side windows all have a suitably military theme. The 

Crucifixion in the central lancet is the ultimate expression of those who gave their life for others; above 

Christ, is the archangel Michael, standing over the slain dragon, the Evil One.

The figure of Christ is framed within a mandorla, a favourite Tractarian motif. This almond shape is 

derived from early medieval art where it was used to depict sacred moments which transcend time and 

space. Christ is depicted within a mandorla over the portal of many major continental churches. Below 

Christ are the figures of Mary, His mother and St John; the long-haired central figure is Mary 

Magdalene: the archetypal repentant sinner. Here,she points up to Christ who has saved her soul.
